Minutes of the PNTF Meeting of February 21, 2005

Also present were Tom Cotner, Neal Stoddard, Lawrie Robertson, Carole Langenbach, Darlene Hickman, Bev LaVeck, Bob Springer, and Bob Langenbach.

I. MINUTES AND EXECUTIVE REPORTS

A. President’s Report: Patti Petesch was not present, but has reported that she is recovering well from surgery.

B. VP Report: Derrek had no report.

C. Minutes:  It was moved, seconded, and passed that the minutes of the PNTF Meeting of January 17, 2005 be approved as published.

D. Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer Gwen Robertson distributed her report as of February 7, 2005.  It was moved, seconded, and passed that the report be approved.

E. Office Manager’s Report: Carole reported that the USATF National Office is accepting only VISA for USATF transactions, except online memberships and event entries which will accept other credit cards. IV
COMMITTEE REPORTS

A. Youth: Doug Chandler was not present.

B. Open: Tom Cotner said that the PNTF Association Championships T&F Meet will be held in conjunction with SPU’s Ken Foremen Meet on May 14.  The meet will be a twilight meet.  Tom complained that he couldn’t get submitted updates for the Open Committee up on the web site. Paul Cook apparently is unable to do the updates necessary to keep the site current. Kelly Strong was 7th in the Open Women 4 km race at Fort Vancouver.  That puts her as an alternate on the World XC team.  Jeremy Mineau was 5th in the Junior Men 8 km and is on the World XC team.  Jon Harding was 13th in the Junior race and will be on the NACAC team in Florida.

C. Masters: Ken Weinbel was not present, but Carole reported on the Masters  8km Cross-Country results from Fort Vancouver held on February 12.  Snohomish TC teams were first with a 1-4 sweep in the M70 division, and the teams were 1-2 in the M60.  STC’s Bill Iffrig won the M70, Gale Pfueller won M60, and Phyllis Nelson was 3rd in W55.  The Spring Fling will be April 16 at West Seattle Stadium. 

D. RaceWalk: Bev LaVeck reported that the NW Regional and Masters 10 km RaceWalk will be on April 16 at West Seattle Stadium.  She and about 4 other competitors from PNTF will be going to the Masters Indoor T&F Championships in Nampa, ID March 11-13.  Also, the USATF Open and Masters records will be published in a separate booklet, not with the USATF Rules of Competition, this year.

E. Officials Committee

1. Official of the Year: Bill Hickman reported that Bob Springer was elected Official of the Year and awarded his plaque at the Annual Awards Dinner.

2. Certification and Clinics: Bill reported that there have been clinics in Everett and Seattle this year, and the clinic in Tacoma is half completed.

4. PNTFOA:  Neal Stoddard reported that Geof Newing, Andy Newing, and Mike Thould had been re-elected to the PNTFOA Board at the Annual Meeting.  The board met and appointed Neal Stoddard, Doug Chandler, Elaine Thould, and Kenny Emerick as at large members.

F. High School and Club Development: Lawrie Robertson reported that he had made a presentation to the Washington State Coaches Convention on February 11th.  He discussed the “adopt a school program” and mentioned he had said that the cost of the high schools hiring a couple of certified officials to oversee the meets at each high school would be about $300 for each school for the season.  He is in the process of “tweaking” the 90 minute clinic to be more aimed at coaches so they can see how good officials will help the meet.
