Minutes of the PNTF Board Meeting of November 21, 2005

At 7:03 p.m., President Patti Petesch called the PNTF Board Meeting to order in the Arctic Room at the College Club.  Also present were Derrek Berkompas, Greg Crowther, Fred Dean, Neal Stoddard, Bob Springer, Ken Weinbel, Carole Langenbach, Kenny Emerick, Bill Roe, Tom Cotner, Doug Chandler, Char Engelhardt, Janell Kaufman, and Bob Langenbach.  Since there were a few new faces, Patti asked all present to introduce themselves and state their interest and affiliation.

I. EXECUTIVE REPORTS

A. Minutes: The minutes were approved as published.  Minutes of PNTF meetings are available on the PNTF website at http://www.pntf.org/meetings.html
B. Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer Gwen Robertson was not present, but had faxed her report to Carole who distributed copies of her report.  After minimal comments, the report was accepted as distributed.

C. President’s Report: Patti handed out cards to those who were to be delegates at the USATF Annual Meeting in Jacksonville. The cards listed important meetings for the PNTF delegates.  She then said that PNTF had a ballot for the Giegengack Award.  After some discussion of the candidates, by those present, Patti decided that PNTF should support Bert Lyle as the top candidate.  She submitted the choices to Bill Roe who recorded the votes.  She also said that people should make suggestions to her about candidates for managers and coaches for USATF International competitions. Then she mentioned that the USPS has been issuing stamps with T&F athletes pictured.

D. Vice President’s Report: Derrek had no report.

E. Membership Report: Janell Kaufman presented her report for 2005.  There were 50 clubs registered.  She also commented that 15 clubs had not renewed, so this new high number includes about 20 new clubs. There were 1522 individual members in 2005.  At this point, there was much discussion about residents of the PNTF area joining other associations, and other area residents joining PNTF. It was agreed that generally members should belong where they reside.  Exceptions can be students, and those who have long standing membership in one association and then move to another. Bill Roe said that the Associations Committee would be considering this subject.

F. Office Manager: Carole Langenbach said she had prepared the Fall 2005 Update and mailed it out to all members and officials. She said that issue would be the last mailed out.  It, or the material in it, will be published on the PNTF website, www.pntf.org/

OLD BUSINESS

Doug Chandler moved that he be compensated at $20 per hour. The compensation and site will be reviewed at the June meeting, and then every budget meeting in subsequent Januarys. If there are special requirements by a committee, that committee should pay. The motion was seconded by Bob Springer and approved. III
NEW BUSINESS

A. WIAA: Bob Springer said he had talked to Mike Colbrese about HS rule changes. They thought that the coaches clinic should cover common misconceptions (get out of HJ pit before bar falls is OK, etc.). Email Bob with corrections to this type of misconception.  Bobspringer2@comcast.net.

B. Ken Foreman Award: Think about who should be the nominee.  We will vote at the January meeting and present it at the Awards Dinner.

C. Special Awards: It was proposed that PNTF give special awards to two doctors, Bob Adams and Dave Pitkethly, who have gone above and beyond in dealing with medical problems of local athletes and other PNTF members.

D. Sanctioned Events: Kenny Emerick said he had noticed that many PNTF sanctioned events don’t show any relationship to USATF.  He thinks that the USATF logo should be on the flyer and registration form for those events.  Carole will contact Andy Martin at the National Office.  Kenny wants “Sanctioned by USATF” on them.  There was general agreement from those present that USATF should be recognized if they are involved in sponsoring and/or sanctioning.

C. MASTERS: Ken Weinbel reported that Marjorie Milligan-Jackson of Tacoma had won both the W40-44 100m and 200m at the USATF Masters Championships in Hawaii.  Neal Stoddard reported that the CNW W40+ women had won the USATF Club XC Championship.

D. PNTFOA: Neal Stoddard reported that negotiations with the UW had successfully modified the indoor meet schedule.  The Saturday meets will finish at 4 pm and Sunday meets will end at 2 pm. The PNTFOA General Meeting will be January 21, 2006.
