Minutes of the PNTF Board Meeting of November 20, 2006

President Patti Petesch called the Meeting to order in the Arctic Room of the College Club at 7:00 p.m.  Also present were Derrek Berkompas, Char Engelhardt, Janell Kaufman, Gwen Robertson, Neal Stoddard, Bob Springer, Fred Dean, Lance Giles, Tom Cotner, Scott McCoubrey, Kenny Emerick, Carole Langenbach, Stan Chraminski, Bill Hickman, Doug Chandler, Bill Roe, and Bob Langenbach.

I. EXECUTIVE REPORTS

A. Minutes: The October 2006 PNTF Board Meeting minutes were approved as published.  Note:  The PNTF minutes are posted on the PNTF web site, www.pntf.org.

B. Treasurer’s Report: Gwen Robertson distributed copies of her report.  It was moved and seconded to approve the report.  Approved unanimously. 

C. President’s Report: Patti Petesch reported the progress on the redoing of West Seattle Stadium track and field event areas. It looked OK.  There are a few items left on the “punch” list.  Bob Springer noted that he had set up a site visit yesterday, Nov. 19th.  He, Reedus and Aretha Thurmond, Kenny Emerick, Patti, and Bob L checked things out with Joe Niefert, the Parks project manager.  

D. Vice President’s Report: Derrek Berkompas had no report.

E. Office Manager: Carole Langenbach said Ken Weinbel had shoulder surgery and was recuperating at home.

F. Membership: Janell Kaufman mentioned as of Nov. 1st, that there were 223 Youth, 65 Open, 97 Masters, and 8 clubs already signed up for 2007.  She handed out her 2006 Annual Membership report showing the distribution of monies to the various funds.  It was very complicated, as there are a number of people who have multi-year membership.  For 2006, there were 50 clubs, 960 Youth, and 542 adults (not split into Open and Masters). After some discussion, the report was approved unanimously.

II
OLD BUSINESS

A. USATF Annual Meeting: Carole Langenbach said that Ken Weinbel would not be attending because of his shoulder surgery, but Scott McCoubrey will be a delegate in his place.  The PNTF delegate breakfast meeting at the Annual Meeting to discuss proposals and candidates, etc. will take place Thursday morning Nov. 30th at 7 am in Bill Roe’s suite.  Coffee, juice, rolls, etc. will be served.  The PNTF Hospitality will be Saturday, Dec. 2nd at 5 p.m. in Bill Roe’s suite.  Alaska will not be co-hosting with PNTF after all.  The PNTF post Annual Meeting get-together will be at Kenny Emerick’s on Saturday Dec. 16th at 2 p.m.  Candidates for IAAF positions will be announced at the Opening General Session Wednesday evening Nov. 29th. Elections will take place on Friday Dec. 1st, if necessary.

B. PNTF Awards Dinner: Char Engelhardt said she had secured February 9, 2007  at the College Club. Social hour at 6 and dinner at 7 p.m.  The cost has gone up to $22.  Char emphasized that no meal will be reserved without a check.

C. Bylaws Proposals: It was moved and seconded to approve the changes to Articles 5, 11, and 12 that were distributed to the membership on October 30th.  Approved unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS


A. Kevin Lucas RRTC Certifier Proposal: Bob Langenbach presented a proposal by Kevin Lucas, RRTC member, to increase the number of certifiers by having them approved by each association, to have at least one in every association. Bob said he felt it would reduce the certifier work load, and decrease the area the certifier is responsible for, thus making it easier for the certifiers.  Bill Roe and Bill Hickman both pointed out that  Article 15 of the USATF Bylaws says the RRTC appoints and approves certifiers.  Consequently, this proposal goes against the USATF Bylaws.  The PNTF Board declined to act on the proposal.

IV
COMMITTEE REPORTS

A. Youth: Doug Chandler reported that the Association and Regional JO Cross Country meets held at Lower Woodland Park went very well.  Even the weather was good!  Youth membership fees for PNTF were raised from $15 to $20. Youth Committee meetings are now set up so one can listen in and respond by using the conference call feature he has set up.  The Youth Committee is also implementing training for starters.  They are also promoting youths trying events other than their usual in early season competitions.  Char reported that the Regional JO had 500 entered, of which 480 showed up.  The Regional meet sent 282 on to the JO National meet in Spokane, Dec. 9th.

B. Open: Tom Cotner reported the winners of the PNTF Association XC meet on Nov. 5th were Mark Mandi and Sarna Becker. Winning teams were Club NorthWest for both men and women, with Seattle Running Company taking second place in both. Tom stole Neal’s thunder and announced the masters winners were Michael Lynes and Alysun Deckert.  At the USATF Regional XC in Sandy Oregon, CNW won both the mens and womens team competition.

i. MUT:  Scott McCoubrey asked for PNTF approval to bid for the White River 50 Mile Trail as the National Championship again.  He already has $7,500 in sponsor money.  It is planned for July 28, 2007.  It was moved, seconded, and approved unanimously to support his bid.  Phil Kochek is up for USATF ultra runner of the year.

C. Masters: Neal Stoddard reported for Ken Weinbel. There was no meeting as Ken was under the weather after his shoulder surgery. The dates have been set for the Spring Fling and Masters RW, for the Seattle Masters Classic, and for the Weight and Superweight competitions. Tom Cotner already reported on the Masters winners at the PNTF XC, see the Open report above. 

D. Race Walk: Stan Chraminski announced that he has taken over for Bev LaVeck as PNTF RW rep.  He had no report.  Welcome, Stan!

E. Officials Committee

1. Training: Bill Hickman mentioned the Introduction to Officiating Clinic will be February 3, 2007 from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. at the Seattle Parks and Recreation headquarters 100 Dexter N in Seattle.  Tacoma will have a class taught by Jerry Ley and others the 2nd and 4th Mondays of February 2007 at the UPS Fieldhouse. 

2. National Meet Selection: Bill had received the list of officials from PNTF who had applied for National Meets.  He was reviewing them and replying to the National Selection Committee.

3. PNTFOA: Bob Springer reported that they had worked out a schedule to give training to interested officials on the MacFinish FAT system on Saturday, Nov. 25th in the Dempsey.  He said Andy Newing was making a bracket to hold the new PNTFOA scoreboard on the wall south of the finish line in the Dempsey.

F. Website: Bob Springer reported that Greg Crowther has everything all up to date, as usual.  Greg and wife Liz Stahl had a son, Phil, on October 20th.  All three are doing well.

G. USATF Associations: Bill Roe said that the USATF list serve was having much discussion on the new logo, which will be unveiled at the Annual Meeting. There was also significant talk on the new membership fees.

H. USATF BoD: Bill Roe reported that the board had passed the code of ethics!! He had been pushing for its passage since 2002. Any gift of $100.00 or more must be reported.  He also said that D&O insurance will be provided for Associations as a consequence of the membership fee increases. He met with Peter Uberoth, chair of USOC, to work on a partnership with them.  They discussed development funds as very necessary to keep the new blood coming in. He also mentioned USATF’s Zero tolerance policy.

Bob Langenbach read an e-mail from Doris Heritage, who was unable to attend.  She, and many others from SPU came down with food poisoning after the NCAA Div II awards ceremony in Pensacola, Florida.  Before the awards ceremony, Jessica Pixler finished 10th, and SPU’s women’s team was 6th.
