Minutes of the PNTF Board of Directors Meeting of August 20, 2007
I. Executive Reports – Association President  Patti 
A. Minutes: the minutes of the June 18, 2007 were approved as published.
B. Treasurer’s Report: Gwen Robertson’s financial status report was approved as presented. Total Association assets (as of August 12) are $52,709.  Balances as recorded within the Association’s books are:

1. Youth: $9,204.30

2. Open: $7,150.73 with an additional $1,181.00 credited to the Open Chair’s fund

3. Masters: $7,050.63

4. General Officials: $1,162.88

5. Fred Dean Youth Travel Fund: $13,117.30 - the Fred Dean Account donations continue, donations are to be sent to the Association Office
6. General: $13,842.76
C. President’s Report:
1. Patti Petesch represented our Association at the 2007 USATF Associations Workshop in Baton Rouge, Louisiana – highlights included:
a) Valuable sessions overall

b) Focus was on sharing current best practices by associations (via panels and audience participation discussions)

c) Bill Roe presented on how to run an effective meeting accompanied by a useful handout
d) Patti offered a session on fund-raising at the association level. Her presentation focused on: 

e) Analyzing your current fiscal situation and revenue sources, determining what you want to do, possible approaches to creating new revenue sources. 

f) Potential revenue generating activities include establishing sponsorships, writing grants, identifying annual giving campaign strategy (including planned giving mechanisms), and events. Events generally offer the most revenue for volunteer-based efforts. 

g) Event mechanisms include: sales, brochure sales, long-duration events such as the penny harvest, and specific athletics events with the association as the recipient. When youth are involved, their engagement in a fund-raising campaign can teach the value and importance of philanthropy, and how a systematic collection of relatively small individual efforts can yield significant results.

h) Another session focused on the impact of the membership fees on associations’ membership levels. Patti passed around a matrix chart comparing 2006 and 2007 membership and revenue counts by Association. The PNTF actually gained members in 2007. The combination of hosting the regional meet and a west coast J.O. Championships probably contribute to youth’s registration growing from 924 in for 2006 to 1,074 thus far in  2007 with the upcoming cross country events expected to further increase the membership

j) It was announced that restructuring activities have been tabled for 2007-08, and likely through 2009
